A parent or student must voluntarily        
disclose ñI have Indigenous ancestry.ò 
 
Who do I tell?  What happens next? 
When enrolling your daughter or son tell   
the school secretary.  There is a section on 
the school enrolment form~check ñYesò to 
Indigenous ancestry.  They can direct you 
to more information  from the Indigenous  
Education Worker at your school. 
 
What does Indigenous Ancestry mean? 
First Nations (status, non-status), Inuit, 
Metis ancestry. 
 
No documentation other  than self identi-
fi-cation is required and the ancestry can 
go back several generations.  As required 
by the Ministry of Education, permission 
and/or confirmation will be required to 
provide programs and services to your 
child. 
 
When does services and support begin 
for my child?  In September  and all dur-
ing the school year. 
 
How do I get more information on pro-
grams and services?  Talk to your  school 
Principal or the Indigenous Education      
Department.  Weôll be happy to assist you!
